Stop the Spread! 
You’ve heard it before, but it’s worth repeating - keeping hands clean 
is one of the most important steps we can take to avoid getting sick 
and spreading germs to others. It is best to wash your hands with 
soap and clean running water for 15 seconds.  

Wash your hands before and after eating, preparing food, using or 
being in the bathroom, after coughing and sneezing or blowing your 
nose, after touching pets and in general when your hands are visibly 
dirty.  

How to wash your hands thoroughly: 

1.      Wet hands with warm running water. 

2.      Apply soap. 

3.      Lather soap and rub hands palm to palm. 

4.      Rub between and around fingers. 

5.      Rub back of each hand with palm of other hand. 

6.      Rub fingertips of each hand in opposite palm. 

7.      Rub each thumb clasped in opposite hand. 

8.      Rinse thoroughly under running water. 

9.      Pat hands dry with paper towel or use warm air dryer. 

10.     Turn off water using paper towel. 

Your hands are now clean!

Influenza 
Influenza (or the flu) is a viral illness that can spread quickly from person to person – especially children. Common 
symptoms may include: headache, body aches, chills, dry cough and fever. It is important for people to stay at 
home if they are ill. Although most people recover from the flu, it can lead to pneumonia and even death. The flu 
vaccine is available to everyone in Ontario free of charge and is recommended for everyone over 6 months of 
age. Getting the flu shot will not give you the flu. The Health Unit offers flu clinics across the county.  

 

H1N1 
The Perth and Huron Health Units recognize the need to 
monitor attendance patterns in schools, as an important 
advance indicator of the prevalence of flu in the larger 
community.  For this reason, when parents phone to report 
student absences, please ensure that  you specify on the 
school voice message or to  Mme Dack our school secretary  
the type of illness:  stomach-related, breathing-related, or 
other. 

The following paragraph is from the Ministry of Health's Guidelines for the Prevention and Management of 
Pandemic (H1N1) 2009 in Elementary and Secondary Schools: 

Stay Home When Ill 

Students, staff and volunteers who become ill should be encouraged to stay home until they no longer have a fever and are well. 
Parents should be encouraged to develop contingency plans for child care should their child become ill with influenza-like illness (ILI).
